We are looking
to appoint two Site Assistants, one to work on each site starting 1st September 2022.

The purpose of the role is to provide a caretaking, cleaning, porterage and routine maintenance service to
meet the needs of the school, ensuring high standards of cleanliness and operational effectiveness, and
compliance with health and safety requirements.  Other duties will include: coordinating and overseeing
any contractors on site, stock-taking and ordering of supplies, occasional out of hours call outs (eg. in
response to alarm), responsibility for site security, grounds maintenance and helping to set up for events.
It would be desirable if you are able to drive a minibus, for which full training will be given.  You will be
joining a highly experienced site team and will be provided with support, training and full uniform.

You should have previous experience of building maintenance and repair. Any experience working in a
school environment or with children/young people would be ideal.
